Monthly Revenue Review: Lori Moore
The board was given August Monthly Revenue summary for review. Total revenue raised was $132,876.74.

SUPERINTENDENT’S REPORT
Tax levy committee. No new changes currently. The House and Senate have both introduced new bills that would alter tax levies: no more continuous levies or replacements and they are still discussion of tax abolishment and overrides of the governor veto’s.
 
House Bill 96 also will now require us to report any breach of cyber-attack on our IT systems within 7 days to the state IT department and within 30 days to the AG office. This will take effect Sept 30th. 

Tech Trailer and Technology room: THS a remote support company has donated new equipment to be used in real-time with remote support. They have also offered to demonstrate equipment in our tech room as well. 

Highland County Fair Booth had good participation, and the Changing Trailer had a lot of use.  Day In the Ring had 11 participants.

We are meeting with the Highland Commissioners on Monday, September 22 to share information about our IT Systems. 

OLD BUSINESS:  
Housing Updates – Phil Loudin/Larry Gray
Housing: Fires suppression system on Uhrig Street has been completed and we are waiting on the inspector.. Also, the new home on Johnson St should be completed sometime late September early October. We are looking at the State Biannual budget housing needs.


NEW BUSINESS:
Expenditure of Agency Funds for Public Purpose Policy – Liz Brennfleck
All expenditures of funds must withstand the test of public scrutiny.  This policy is intended to illustrate by examples, the authorization of expenditure.

Discussion of the Changing Table:  We do have pictures of the Gallia County trailer for the board to look at. Total cost will be approximately $30,000 which will be shared with Fayette. We are asking approval for up to $15,000 to be used toward our own trailer. We do have a $2000 grant that will go toward a changing table and may have potential of more grants.
